BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MINUTES OF February 16, 2006
CALL TO ORDER, ESTABLISH A QUORUM

MEETING MINUTES

On a motion duly made, seconded and unanimously carried the January 19, 2006 Board Meeting were approved as presented.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

A review of the January 2006 financial statements were made, and accepted by the Board. Beginning Balance $9,128.87 Receipts $18,780.42, Disbursements $12,128.13, interest of $15.70 resulting in a positive $15,796.86.  All checks were released.  The Reserve balance is $6,132.10.  The $5,000 repaying Reserves from Operating and an additional $2,000 check was presented for signature.

OLD BUSINESS

Siding – Attorney is scheduled to call the Court on March 2nd to set up Court date.  Unit 13-106 reported that when the original siding was done it was placed over the dryer vent.  We are waiting for a date that inspection will be done, and then install a cent.

NEW BUSINESS

Handy Andy Maintenance Proposal – Garages & Parking area – blow out. Vac for no more than $1,100.  Includes removing grates and cleaning out heavy debris within storm drain.  General Property Clean up not to exceed $1,100.  On a motion made by Herb, seconded by Katrina and unanimously carried to accept these proposals.  Ina stated that cleaning of the garages and parking areas should wait a few weeks until the winter snows are over.

Alpine Waste Solutions – advised via a letter of a 6% increase on March 1st.  This is the only increase in t=over 2/1/2 years that they have been under contract.  They do not add a surcharge as others do.

Annual Meeting 2006 – April 20, 2006 at the Aurora Municipal Building, Lowry Room.  Board Members that have terms that expire are Chad and Summer.

March Meeting – due to a conflict of meetings, Ina requested that the Eleven One Eleven meeting be moved to Wednesday, march 15th.  All present were Ok with this change.
